TREASURER’S REPORT – Yolanda King

Current funds are in excess of $12,000 due to Debby Potter’s very successful fundraising.  An audit committee was selected with the audit being performed during the lunch break.

The resultant audit report identified two minor discrepancies in procedure, but all funds were correctly reported.  There were names missing on some checks to Science Fair winners and a typographical error on a report.

1. Annual Meeting

As there was no volunteer to chair the 2004 annual meeting, dede will ask Janie Enter as she had expressed an interested in holding the meeting in Jemez Springs. Funds were received from the following firms and foundations: McCune Foundation ($5000), Honeywell ($5000), Woodward Foundation ($2500), ARA ($200), and the LANL Foundation ($1000).

Tinka wishes to remain the Membership Chair and had some new ideas for staying in touch and providing services to the members.

6. Newsletter/Web Page – Catherine Hensley and Tinka Gammel

Catherine and Tinka agreed to form a team to support the newsletter and the web page since they share so much information.  They also agreed to help Adrienne put a web site on-line for the southern EYH.

Mercedes reported on the 2003 State Science Fair awards for the benefit of the group. Each recipient will receive a check for $50 and a bag containing the same information that is distributed at EYH conferences.

1. State EYH – Tinka Gammel (for Dana Roberson)

The fee to the Math/Science Network is now $500.  This amount grants us the rights to hold each conference and includes the additional funds requested to send multiple copies of the materials to each site coordinator.  Dana questions if this is worth it and do we know how the Math/Science Network uses the funds.  Of course, the right to call the conference “Expanding Your Horizons” and use of the EYH logo are part of what we receive, plus the materials that are sent.  Dana will take action to contact the Network and ask about the fee and how it is used.

2. Northern Chapter (Los Alamos) – Tinka Gammel (for Georgia Pedicini)

The LAWIS EYH is scheduled for early March 2004.  The location will be the same church as last year.  The first meeting should be held in November.
