The Silver City EYH conference was held on the Western New Mexico University campus on February 25. The opening session was followed by 2 morning workshops, a pizza lunch, a third workshop and a closing activity.
This was our 14th annual EYH conference at WNMU and it was our most successful yet in that it ran more smoothly than before. (We’re learning- with years of practice) We had 284 girls attending which gives us a little under 25% no show. The racial breakdown was about 46% Anglo and 58% Hispanic. Roughly 83% were in 5th, 6th and 7th grades with remaining 17% in 8th through 10th grades.

There were 18 different hands on workshops. I continually stress to the presenters the importance of hands on activities and letting the girls know how important it is to continue to take math and science in school. Overall the workshops seem very successful. One of our workshops had the girls doing a little on-line research and then writing a paragraph about their career interest. Check out the following site: http://www.writegirls.org/ to see the results.
There were 7 major organizers this year: Adrienne Dare, Della Acosta, Jo Ann Fischer, Teri Toth and Emily Warner all active AAUW members plus 2 women of the Girl Scouts of the Rio Grande, Maria Ehlers and Annette Toney. We tried to list the specific duties of each organizer so that we weren’t overlapping efforts. Maria of the Girl Scouts obtained a $1000 STEM grant from the South Central Girls Collaborative. We actually raised more than we spent so that we have a good start for our 15th conference in 2007.

This year we sent letter to the parents of the registered girls in the hope that this would improve our attendance. Our usual no show of about 35% decreased to about 25%. Perhaps letters to parents did help.

I usually do all the database work and I really enjoy doing that. However this year Teri Toth had two database people in her organization do the database. We originally wanted on line registration but didn’t get that this year. We want to explore getting an online database that also assigns workshops. I’ve already got some contacts.

I am proud to say that we are being recognized for our EYH efforts. I am being awarded one the 2006 Governor’s Awards for Outstanding New Mexico Women. I am just overwhelmed! The NMNWSE and AAUW-NM have been my support through out the years. And, I am so pleased that Jo Ann Fischer will be awarded recognition in the area of Education by the Silver City Chamber of Commerce at the Annual Leadership Awards Luncheon on April 12. She so deserves this recognition. Her passion, energy and organization skills have helped improve our conferences in the last several years.
