As per our usual program, we start out with a team activity, a hands-on workshop with a twist (more details in a later report). We experimented with a shorter program this year, so the girls only attended one other workshop from a variety of STEM topics, but we allotted a longer time period for all the activities. 12-15 teachers availed themselves of our parallel Teachers' Conference (more details later), and joined us for the keynote speaker, Midn E Pedicini.  Pedicini is from Los Alamos, a senior at the US Naval Academy, and will be among the first women to serve on submarines - after she finishes grad school in nuclear engineering. Many of the girls were very charged up at the end of the day!
