Dates:  25-27 Oct 2013

Venue: The Shaffer Hotel, Mountainair, NM (Central Region)

1) The Shaffer Hotel is tentatively holding all 17 rooms for us. They vary dramatically, so the less flexible folks should make their reservations early. Also, if we want to offer inexpensive choices for students, we might want to book those. More expensive rooms include breakfast.  One can add breakfasts for $8 each to the other rooms, but they also have many breakfast items on their menu for less than $8, so we (AM planning comm.) will not add breakfasts to those rooms.  Also, coffee comes with the $8 meals.

Insurance:

------------

(1)  The insurance for this year going with the same agency "Charles, etc", is the exact same cost as last year even though we have only 3 conferences to cover instead of 5.  

(2)  The insurance company as suggested by the Supercomputing Challenge insurance agency in Santa Fe is roughly 1/3 the cost of the above, but has the added complication of whether workshops with animals are covered (and I know for the NNM there is a vet workshop).  

(3)  The events themselves and the Network are covered with the above insurance, but the Board is not covered--with individual board members personally liable to pay out of pocket, as we do not have Directors and Officers insurance.  This seems like an oversight that to the best of my knowledge hasn't been discussed.

We need professional advice on this issue. We may not even need insurance because we are covered by the university at which the event is held. Diane Oyen will ask a lawyer to look into this for us.
The survey “Afro American” choice was offensive to the black girls in attendance. We need to inform EYH Central HQ.
