“The first New Mexico Science and Engineering Fair (NMSEF) was held in 1952 at the New Mexico Institute of Mining and
Technology in Socorro, NM, three years after the first National Science Fair was organized by Science Service. NMSEF
accepts the top exhibits from the six regional science fairs in the state. lts objectives are to recognize and reward
excellence in science, mathematics, and engineering projects carried out by middle and high school students from
throughout the state. Winners at the state level compete in the Intel International Science and Engineering Fair (ISEF)
every May. The site for the 2017 ISEF was Los Angeles, CA May 14-19, 2017.”

Hiba Muhyi, from Early College High School in Las Cruces, and daughter of board member Rajaa Shindi, placed 4" in
her category at the International competition, for her: “RoboGlove: A Design for Engagement and Hedonic Motivation with
Visual-Spatial for Deaf and Hearing Impaired Children.”

22 Million Women Mentors:
Reflections on Girls and Women in STEM

Million Women Mentors

Million Women Mentors (MWM), http://millionwomenmentors.org/, is a nationwide movement to
fully realize the critical role that mentors often play in the lives of young women. It aligns with
NMNWSE'’s goal to encourage women to enter into, and develop their careers in, science,
engineering, and allied professions through an annual technical symposia, outreach, and local
chapter activities. Our members serve as community leaders, competition judges, reflective advisors, and so much more.
We also provide mentoring at many different levels through various ways.

As girls grow up, they are told they can be anything, work in any job, in any environment and achieve any goals they set
for themselves. But as girls enter STEM classes they often feel pushed out by boys and pulled out by female friends and
sometimes faculty comments. According to the US Department of Commerce, Economics and Statistics Administration,
women make up 50% of the workforce, yet women only account for 24% of the STEM workforce and 50% of women drop
out of STEM positions in the first 10 years. However, given that 71% of jobs in 2018 require STEM skills and STEM jobs
pay women better, advancing girls and retaining women in STEM is critical.

Working with MWM partner, My College Options, they shared that in 2014 15% of high school female seniors reported
they were interested in pursuing a STEM career vs. 44% of boys. Over 70% of girls selected sciences and boys were
eight times more likely to select technology and engineering as their area of interest. What was really surprising was that
only 4% of the 368,000 girls who plan to pursue STEM said that they were encouraged by a mentor. We also know from
the National Mentoring Partnership that only 1:3 college students graduate with a mentor; and therefore we see STEM
mentoring as a huge opportunity for our nation.

NM PED is asking for public input to address the release of their updated 6.29.10 NMAC, NM STEM-Ready Science

Many scientists, educators, administrators, industry professionals, organizations, and more, are hailing the standards as
an affront to anything that could be considered as “standards.” NM PED has removed references to all of the following:
evolution, age of the earth, climate change, human impact on the climate, and other references that do not align with the
overwhelming consensus of the scientific community. NM students, our children, are at risk.

(6.29.10 NMAC, New Mexico STEM-Ready Science Standards) at the public hearing or may submit written comments, or
both, to Jamie Gonzales, Policy Division, New Mexico Public Education Department, Room 101, 300 Don Gaspar Ave,
Santa Fe, NM 87501, or by electronic mail at rule.feedback @state.nm.us, or fax to (505) 827-6681.
